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Dear brothersand sistersin Christ,

Peace to you! | sincerely hope that this letter finds you well. Whether | have or have not
met you yet, please know that | thank God for you and for the fellowship that we share as
family in Him!

First, as of this past May, | am officialy a graduate of the History and Literature
department at Harvard University, a miracle in itselfl God greatly demonstrated His
faithfulness to me throughout my college career, carrying me through eight difficult, but
joyous, semesters. He provided me with an excellent community of friends and counselors
who demonstrated great forbearance aongside me, mourning with me through pain and
rejoicing with me in triumph. Of particular note, the community that | experienced through
Harvard' s Christian fellowships was extremely restorative and a crucial way through which
God taught me of Hislove, guidance, and care for me.

A tad bit of back story: | arrived at Harvard four years ago with more brokenness than |
could imagine. Spending most of my time alone and agpart from community, | experienced
what most students fear the most—isolation and loneliness. There were many times
throughout my four years when | questioned whether | belonged at Harvard, wondered
what my purpose in life was and doubted whether the God that | said | believed in so
fervently truly loved me and would provide for me in spite of all the suffering that | saw in
the world and in my own life.

At the same time, there was also much tragedy on campus as well. The atmosphere of
Harvard, though stimulating and fun at times, can also be crushing and cold. Stress,
depression, and spiritual needs are rampant. Every year of my undergraduate career, there
was at least one suicide. In short, we are in need of the restoration of Christ.

In spite of the brokenness on campus, | can say with confidence that God is moving. On
this side of university life, it is with great joy and gratefulness that | can proclaim Christ’s
faithfulness. He has never let me down. On multiple occasions, the proof of God’slove and
goodness—displayed in Christ’s sacrifice on the Cross—has comforted me more deeply
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than ever before, and these past four years have been, by far, the most formative four years
of my spiritual life.

| know that | am not alone in my story. In my time at Harvard, | have heard so many
miraculous testimonies of persona friends whose lives have been changed by Christ,
whether in reassurance of His love and grace, or even the experience of salvation and
forgiveness for the first time. | have seen lives dramatically turned around—including
mine—and have received the honor and privilege to work in God's kingdom as a student
alongside my peers.

Even though | have graduated, | still want to be a part of what God is doing on Harvard's
campus. As aresult, | am very excited to announce that | will be joining Cru ministries as
an intern staff counselor this next year, where | will learn to pour God into students' lives
in a similar way to how I’ve experienced God's love and instruction through counsel and
support given to me throughout my college career. Specificaly, | have a heart for women
who come from backgrounds of relational and family brokenness as | have experienced
these firsthand and have aso continued to witness Christ’s healing. | believe that doing this
internship is aresponse to what I've felt isa call to ministry for the past two years.

| am ecstatic about this next step in which God has been leading me. | cannot think of a
better way to use this next year than to continue to draw, encourage, and guide studentsin
Christ—the true satisfier of our souls.

As | prepare to start my internship, a large part of that process is finding ministry partners
who will partner with me prayerfully and/or financially (via $100 monthly commitments,
for example) in doing God's work on campuses in the Boston area. Cru—Ilike most
missions organi zations—has no central funds, so all of the salaries of ministry interns and
staff are self-raised. | will need to have all of my support pledged by August 1% in order to
report to my post!

It would truly be an honor
and privilege to serve with you to continue bringing God’s kingdom here to Boston area
campuses.

The
mission fields include South America, Asia, West Africa, Canada, Mudim areas, and
student ministry in the Boston area.  We thank the Lord for giving us the opportunities to
participate in these ministries.

Library — The books in the library is being organized and the system will be computerized.
